Introduction

This course serves as a gateway to the Individualized Major Program. It is designed to promote the skills
that you will need to create and pursue an interdisciplinary major. During the course of the semester,
we will explore the organization of knowledge, examine differences among disciplines, discuss some
strategies for integrating knowledge across disciplinary boundaries, and develop an integrated plan of
study and statement of purpose.

Objectives
Upon completion of this course, you should be able to:
e Explain several different ways in which academic knowledge can be organized.
e Describe the key characteristics of the disciplines relevant to your major.
e Understand what is meant by the concepts: interdisciplinarity and multidisciplinarity.
e Identify strategies for integrating knowledge across disciplines.
e Develop a plan of study and statement of purpose.

For the plan of study portion of your proposal, you must use the proposal form that is
available on the forms page of the website. You must submit both the first draft and the final version.
Both will be graded; the final version will be used in calculating your grade.
